Eligibility
You can enter the DNP program as a post-BSN 
(bachelor of science in nursing) student, as a 
student who has attained a master of science in 
nursing (MSN) degree with a clinical specialty, or 
as a student who has attained an MSN without 
a clinical specialty. You must also have a current 
Registered Nurse license. Additional requirements 
may apply.

Financial Aid
We offer a number of opportunities for fi nancial 
assistance for the DNP program—including 
federally subsidized loans, CON scholarships, 
Graduate School fellowships and scholarships, and 
research and teaching assistantships. Support is also 
available from a number of national health-related 
organizations.

Application Process
Application is a two-part process requiring 
application to the College of Nursing, as well 
as application to Wayne State University. After 
we receive your application, you will be sent a 
username and password to view the status of your 
application online.
