
 

 
 
 

Undergraduate Admissions Criteria and Priority Order 
 

Admission Criteria 
 

Bachelor of Science in Nursing, Second Career/Second Degree (CD2) Program 
 
Applicants are eligible to apply to the Second Career/Second Degree (CD2) Bachelor of 
Science in Nursing Program if they have a previous bachelor’s degree in an area other 
than nursing and have completed all prerequisites (see below). Applicants must complete 
all prerequisite courses with a grade of “C” or better in each course and must have a 
minimum 2.5 grade point average in prerequisite courses to be eligible for admission 
consideration. A minimum grade point average of 2.5 is also required in prerequisite 
science courses. If any professional nursing courses have been taken, grades earned in 
those courses will be taken into account. Admission to the program is highly competitive; 
completion of prerequisites with minimum requirements does not guarantee admission. 
 
The following courses are prerequisite requirements for admission consideration for the 
CD2 Program in the College of Nursing.  This set of prerequisite courses also applies to 
students with a bachelor’s degree who are applying to the three-year long Traditional 
Program (Traditional with Degree).

* All natural science courses must have labs. 
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Applicants who are not native English speakers must submit Internet-based Test of 
English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) scores to the College of Nursing.  Minimum 
scores are: 101 Total; 25 Listening; 25 Reading; 25 Writing; and 26 Speaking. 
 
Application must be made to both the College of Nursing and Wayne State University by 
March 31. 
 
All prerequisite coursework and documentation must be submitted to the College of 
Nursing Office of Student Affairs by June 1.   
 
A non-refundable $50 application fee must also be submitted by June 1.  Checks or 
money orders may be made out to WSU College of Nursing. 
 

All application materials must be submitted by the student (including 
WSU records) by the deadlines noted above in order to be considered 

for admission.   
 

Note that documents must be received by 5:00 on June 1, not postmarked 
by that date. 

 
Admission Priority Order 
 
Applications for admission to the College of Nursing programs are holistically reviewed 
with consideration given according to the following criteria/priority order.  For all 
categories, students must have all prerequisites complete and submitted and meet all 
minimums. 
 
Group 1: 

 All prerequisite courses taken at WSU 
 3.5 prerequisite GPA 
 No prerequisites repeated 

 
Group 2: All prerequisites taken at WSU.   
 
Group 3: All natural science prerequisites taken at WSU. 
 
Group 4:  

 Prerequisites taken anywhere 
 3.0 prerequisite GPA 
 No prerequisites repeated 

 
Group 5: All others, ranked by GPA 
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The College piloted an interview process for Fall 2009 that may 
be continued for future application years.  All eligible 
applicants are evaluated to determine their capability to 
complete a Bachelor of Science in Nursing.  Transcripts are 
reviewed for patterns of withdrawals and repeated courses.  
Transcripts are also reviewed for full-time scholarly 
achievement and promise of success in a rigorous science-based 
curriculum.
